We had a great presentation at our May meeting as Captain Graham At-
kinson informed us about Methamphetamine labs. For those who were not 
present and, as a reminder for those of us who were, here is the jest of it.  

In North Carolina Meth labs have been found in homes, apartments, hotel 
rooms, vehicle trunks, and even close to schools. When Meth labs are op-
erated in houses, the dangerous chemicals can spread throughout the en-
tire house. The Methamphetamine infiltrates everything: walls, carpets, 
draperies, and clothing. Children living in those houses are at risk and 
might as well be taking the drug directly. Exposure to Meth lab toxins can 
damage the nerves, lungs, kidneys, liver, eyes, and skin. According to re-
cent studies in 2004, there were 322 Meth labs found in North Carolina. 
Seventy-five percent of the labs were found by people merely stumbling 
upon them. It is recommended that if any person happens upon a strange 
situation and sees evidence of a Methamphetamine lab, take these steps:  

1. First, remove yourself from the area immediately.  

2. Do NOT enter the lab area or try to clean up the area. Evidence 
should remain undisturbed until investigation by law enforcement.   

3. Call the Police or the Sheriff s department as quickly as possible.   

4. If you are in the lab already, find an excuse to leave immediately.    

5. Never try to identify unknown substances by smelling or touching them 
and keep a safe distance away. The hazardous materials may ignite or 
the fumes may overcome you.
